2. Centre WUOC 2008
The city of Tartu, with its population of 101 246 and area of 38.8 square kilometres, is the second biggest city in Estonia. Situated 185 kilometres south of Tallinn, it also represents the centre of Southern Estonia. The River Emajõgi, which connects the two largest lakes in Estonia, flows 10 kilometres within the city limits and adds colour to the city. The first written records of Tartu date back to 1030. Here is also the oldest and the largest university in Estonia – the University of Tartu (UT), founded in 1632. Current number of students at the University of Tartu is 17 500, i.e. almost 1/3 of all students in Estonia.

8. Rules
The World University Orienteering Championship 2008 will be organised according to the Competition Rules for IOF Foot Orienteering Events and FISU.
 
9. Participants
In order to participate in WUOC 2008 you have to be a university student, whose date of birth is between January 1, 1980 and December 31, 1990, or alumnus, who graduated in 2007.
 
Each country may enter a team consisting of up to 12 competitors (6 women and 6 men max.) and 5 team officials. Each country can register 6 men, 6 women and 5 officials. Maximum number of competitors per each country for participation in different races:
Sprint:

3 men and 3 women
Classic distance:

4 men and 4 women
Middle distance:

4 men and 4 women
Relay:

1 team of men (4 legs) and 1 team of women (4 legs)
 
10. Training opportunities
The first official training camp will be held from August 1 to August 6, 2007 in Põlva. The camp includes preliminary WUOC, 3-day event Koprakarikas from August 3 to August 5 in Krootuse http://kobras.polvamaa.ee. The second official training camp will take place from July 25 to July 27, 2008 in Tartu.

11. Prohibited areas

14. Terrain description
Sprint
Well-developed network of paths and roads in park area, including surfaced roads, gravel tracks and small paths. Height differences are up to 20 metres.
Long distance
The terrain is moderately hilly with height differences in the range of 30 to 40 meters. The forest is characterized by a considerable number of small marshes and by a rather dense network of forest roads, tracks and small paths. Visibility in the forest varies considerably. Logged areas and marshes have dense undergrowth.
Middle distance and Relay
Middle and small land forms, lot of small contour objects. Forested to the extent of 95%. Many paths, roads and tracks. Runnability is good.
 
15. Clothing
The choice of clothing and footwear is at one’s own discretion.
 
16. Punching system
Sport Ident punching system will be used in all WUOC events.
 
17. Weather
Average temperature in July and August is 21ºC (see also the www.emhi.ee).
 
18. Accommodation and board
All WUOC participants will be accommodated in hotels in Tartu. WUOC accommodation will be available from July 28 to August 3.
 
19. Transport
Organisers will arrange all transportation during the WUOC. Transport from the airport, railway station or bus station will be organized on request.
 
20. Accreditation
Accreditation can be performed on Monday, July 28, 2008 at the Event Centre.
 
21. Health services
Organizer will coordinate healthcare services for participants. Healthcare services will be provided close to places of the competitions and at the Event Centre.
 
22. Media
Information for media representatives is available at the address: http://www.easl.ee/wuoc2008/ . Press centre will be open at the Event Centre throughout the whole event week. Internet and phone connection will be available. Accommodation for media representatives will be arranged in Tartu on request. Entry applications from media representatives should be submitted to the address wuoc2008@easl.ee on July 15, 2008 at the latest.
 
23. Entries
Preliminary entries indicating intention to participate and main information about national federation and name of the contact person must be sent to the address wuoc2008@easl.ee by January 29, 2008 at the latest.
Quantitative entries with number of participants (men, women), number of relay teams, number of coaches and officials, name and contact of the team leader (address, e-mail, phone), date of arrival, request for transportation to the Event Centre WUOC must be submitted on the entry form available at http://www.easl.ee/wuoc2008/ by April 29, 2008 at the latest.
Final entries containing full name and date of birth of the competitors must be submitted on the entry form available at http://www.easl.ee/wuoc2008/ by June 29, 2008 at the latest.
 
24. Participation fee
Participation fee will be applied in accordance with the FISU Regulations (currently 60 USD per person per day). Account number for appropriate deposit money transfer (by FISU Regulations) and deadline for payments will be published in Bulletin 2. FISU fee will also be claimed in cash upon registration.
 
25. Visas
Who does not need a visa to visit Estonia?
Nationals of the member states of EU and EEA - Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Germany, Greece, Finland, France, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, The Netherlands, United Kingdom -and Switzerland are free to enter Estonia. The travel document required for them to enter Estonia is the personal ID card or passport.
The holders of passports of the following countries do not need a visa to enter Estonia for stays of no more than three months in a 6 month period: Andorra, Argentina, Australia, Canada, Chile, Costa Rica, Croatia, Brazil, Brunei, El Salvador, Guatemala, Holy See, Honduras, Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, Israel, Japan, Macao Special Administrative Region, Malaysia, Mexico, Monaco, New Zealand, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, San Marino, Singapore, South Korea, United States of America, Uruguay, Venezuela.
