Participants:

The European Youth Orienteering Championships is open to European national teams of competitors not older than 18 years on December 31st, 2006 (born in 1988 or later).

Categories:

Women - 16 (W16): 
up to 16 years, born in 1990 and later
Women - 18 (W18): 
17-18 years, born in 1988 and 1989
Men - 16 (M16): 
up to 16 years, born in 1990 and later
Men - 18 (M18): 
17-18 years, born in 1988 and 1989

Sprint: only four runners from each country are allowed in each category.
Classic distance: only four runners from each country are allowed in each category.
Relay: each country can sign-in one relay with three runners in each category.
Rules: The competition shall be ruled by competition rules for IOF Foot Orienteering Events (valid since 1.1.2004) and Special Rules for EYOC (valid since 1.1.2003)

Any protest against rules violation must be presented in written form with a financial bail of EUR 20,00 to any member of the EYOC Jury. The bail shall be non-refundable if the jury finds the protest unjustified.

The following countries shall nominate a person to the EYOC Jury: GBR, RUS, AUT, NOR, SCG.
Official training

Map: Papirnica, 1 : 10.000 / 5m / May 2006

Distance from CC: 3 km

You can use your own transport to reach the training area or use the shuttle bus. Departure place of the bus is parking place behind CC.

For crossing the open areas use only footpaths, tracks and roads!

Control points are marked by stands with control flag (no SI stations).

Control points no. 31-37 and 45-50 represent similar vegetation like the Relay area, some land forms are similar as well, but Relay area is generally hillier.

Control points no. 38-44 represent similar land forms like in the Classic distance area, while the vegetation is completely different.

Control points no. 51-54 are not relevant to any of the competition areas.

Opening ceremony
All the teams are obligatory to take part in the Opening ceremony. 
Model Event – Sprint distance
Map: Poden, 1 : 4.000 / 2,5m / June 2006

Distance from CC: 0m

Start and Finish procedure for the Sprint distance will be presented during the Model event. The same kind of stands like during the competition will be used. Some of the control points will be equipped with SI stations.
Sprint distance
Map: Škofja Loka, 1 : 4.000 / 2,5m / June 2006

Map size: 29 x 25 cm

Description of the competition area: Old town centre and the surrounding built up areas. Open areas represent only a small part of the runnable area, while the paved areas represent the majority. Use of orienteering shoes is not recommended.

Existing maps covering part of the competition area: Krancelj, Škofjeloški grad.

Part of Škofja Loka situated on the southern bank of river Sora will be embargoed (see the map bellow) for all the participants of EYOC 2006 from 12:00 till the end of the Sprint competition on 30th June.
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Special bus will transport coaches to the Finish area. The rest of the coaches and competitors are obliged to enter the quarantine (see the Time table) before the first start.

Competitors have to prepare clothes etc. for transport to the finish area in advance. Their bags will be picked up at the entrances of all three accommodation places. Clothes that will be left in the quarantine would be possible to collect after the race.

Entrance to the quarantine is shown on the map bellow. The way will be marked from the CC as well.

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Special notes: For crossing the river use only the bridges. Crossing elsewhere is strictly forbidden.

There is one obligatory road crossing for all categories. It is marked in the area as well as on the map by crossing point symbol.

Map: Rovtarica, 1 : 10.000 / 5m / June 2006

Map size: 25 x 30 cm

Distance from CC: CC – Prestart (Warm up) area 30 km. All participants are obligatory to use official transport. Expected duration of journey is 1h.

Description of the competition area: Generally well runnable fir and beech forest (altitude 1040 – 1275 m a.s.l.), with some areas of dense fir forest. Except the fir thickets the runnability is reduced by small areas of stony ground and branches left on the ground after intensive logging in some parts of the area. A lot of contour details like depressions, re-entrants and hills; also some steep slopes. Medium density of paths but many narrow rides in some places (where logging took place). These rides are usually not distinct while running across them. No previous map of the competition area.

W 16: 4,260 km / 155 m  climb / 14CP / 40 min / 1x refreshment
W 18: 5,920 km / 265 m  climb / 16CP / 50 min / 2x refreshment
M 16: 7,160 km / 280 m  climb / 21CP / 55 min / 2x refreshment
M 18: 8,150 km / 370 m  climb / 22CP / 60 min / 2-3x refreshment

Refreshment points: Refreshment points will be situated between the control points and will be marked by cup symbol on the map. Only water will be provided at the refreshment points.

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Special note: Please do not use shampoo or shower gel when using the showers in the Finish area! Please do not litter in the finnish area, use the wastebags!
Relay Event
Map: Pevno, 1 : 10.000 / 5m / June 2006

Map size: 30x25 cm
Distances from CC:
CC –Parking place 6 km

Parking place – Finish area 1km (on foot)

You may use official or your own transport.

Description of the competition area: Mainly hilly forest (altitude 380 – 550 m a.s.l.) but also some slightly undulating area with quite a lot of contour features (erosion gullies, re-entrants, some depressions). Mixture of coniferous and deciduous forest.  

Runnability and visibility is reduced by thickets and seasonal undergrowth (fern, grass) in some places. Medium density of paths. Existing map covering part of the competition area: Crngrob.

W 18: 3 x 3,6 km / 160 m  climb / 15CP / 90 min / 1st leg start: 10.05

M 18: 3 x 5,0 km / 300 m  climb / 17CP / 105 min / 1st leg start: 10.15

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Other important information:

Punching system: SPORTident electronic punching system will be used in all events. All competitors shall use only SI cards provided by the organizer. Any lost SI card will be charged to the team according to the official supplier’s price. Please use classic punching into the windows on the map (marked by ˝if SPORTident fails˝), if the Sportident system fails. 

Control descriptions: Maximum size of control descriptions is 5x13cm. Control descriptions are printed on the map and they will be available also separately before the start.
Prize giving ceremonies: For Sprint and Classic distance will take place on the same place as the opening ceremony. Prize giving ceremony for the Relay event will take place in the Finish area of the Relay event.
-All the maps will be protected against moisture.

-Start point will be marked with the control flag in all 3 races.

-All competitors must have start numbers placed on the chest. The competitor without the start number will not be allowed to start.

-No old maps are allowed in the competition (warm up) areas on all days

-Warm up maps will be available before all three races. They will be handed out directly at the warm up areas. Unfortunatelly the areas represented on the warm up maps are only partly similar to the competiton areas.
